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Note for the second and expanded edition

Commencing with the formal launch of the first edition of this 

publication on 26th March 2014 in Islamabad in the presence of Senator 

Pervaiz Rashid, the Federal Minister for Information, Broadcasting and 

National Heritage, there has been remarkably wide-spread interest in 

obtaining copies.

At the subsequent launch-events of the publication held in Quetta, 

Peshawar, Lahore and Karachi in April, May and June 2014, copies 

were eagerly sought by hundreds of participants, and dozens of requests 

were received in between, and thereafter. As of the first week of July 

2014, only a handful of copies of the first edition remain.  

All the 5 launch events to introduce the first edition of this publication 

were well-attended by specialists, practitioners, scholars and students 

of media and communications as well as by members of civil society. 

All of whom actively participated in the inter-actions and discussions.  

The launch events were widely reported in print and electronic media.

Several participants have strongly recommended that the publication 

should be made part of the curriculum /syllabi of the Departments of 

Mass Communications and Journalism in all the Universities of 

Pakistan where such Departments exist as the contents of the Report 

will significantly help students and scholars to learn and analyse factors 

related to the past, present and possible future of media in Pakistan.

At the same time, notable developments took place with regard to 

implementation of the Recommendations by the Media Commission.

On 16th April 2014 the National Assembly Standing Committee on 

Information, Broadcasting and National Heritage comprising Members 

from all principal political parties represented in the Assembly and led 

by its Chairperson, MNA Marvi Memon unanimously endorsed most of 

the Recommendations.
